It is that exciting time of year again! We will be holding our annual Halloween parade and class parties on
Wednesday October 31, 2018. Students in Grades K-6 may bring appropriate costumes to school. Please
be sure your child’s costume is easy for him/her to put on in the classroom. Class parents are invited to
come into the classrooms at 1:30 PM to assist the students with their costumes prior to the start of the
parade. Students in Pre-K will receive a separate letter from Ms. Rivera with specific details about
the day. The Roseland Police Department will be assisting with the parade.

Please see the agenda outlined below for the parade procedures. Kindly note that procedures were
reviewed with the School Safety Team and Roseland Police Department in order to ensure the
safety and wellbeing of all involved during this special event.

e 1:30 - 1:45 PM - Students change into costumes, and should be able to dress themselves.
Students may come to school with makeup already applied. Weapons, sharp accessories. masks,

and clown costumes are not permitted.

® 1:45-2:00 PM - Students in Grades K - 6 students and teachers will be called down by grade
level to assemble in the Sierchio Gym.

® 2:00 PM - Parents and guardians are asked to proceed to the back playground blacktop area and

gather in the designated area for parents. The designated area this year will be inside the blacktop

circle/track outline. Signs will be posted along with staff members to help direct where to stand.

e Escorted by their homeroom teachers, students will loop around twice with their homeroom as
they parade around the perimeter of the circle. Parents/guardians may take photos of his/her
child(ren) during the two loop parade procession. After two loops have been completed, students

will return back to their classrooms with homeroom teachers where a class photo will be taken by
the teacher and class parents, and class parties will commence.



Important additional information:

Parking - If possible, please carpool as parking will be limited.

Entrance/Exit - Please note that families may not walk through the building to get to the back
playground. Kindly access the back playground from the right side of the building where the
Kindergarten rooms are located.

Student Dismissal - Students will be dismissed at 3:20 PM for families picking up students from
